THE FOLLOWING TOURNAMENT RULES, POLICIES & REGULATIONS APPLY TO ALL SPORTS:

1. (a). Men & Women Soccer: This is a “SPECIAL TOURNAMENT/EVENT”, and it’s not an “OPEN EVENT”. Therefore, each team must consist of 9 (nine) Southeast Asian players including the Goalie or no more than two (2) non-southeast Asian players playing in each game or per each match. To further clarify this requirement: A team can have as many non-southeast Asian players as they wish on their team/roster, but only two (2) non-southeast Asian players are allowed to play during each match/game. It’s the Coach or team Captain’s responsibility to make sure of their team members meeting this requirements.
(b). Men & Women Volleyball: Minimum of 5 (five) Southeast Asian players per game.

(c). Rattan Ball: No restrictions

(d). Spin Top/Tuj Lub: No restrictions
2. $500.00 FIGHTING/TROUBLE MAKING DEPOSIT IS REQIRED FOR EACH LOW-RISK TEAM. $1000.00 DEPOSIT IS REQUIRED FOR ALL KNOWN RIGH-RISK TEAM PER HMONG INTERNATIONAL HEALTH AIDE , TOURNAMENT MANAGEMENT TEAM’S ASSESSMENT FOR THE SECURITY AND SAFETY OF THE TOURNAMENT. FIGHTHING IS PROHIBITED AT ALL TIMES. IF THERE’S INITIATED FIGHTING BETWEEN TWO TEAMS AND THE TEAM COACHESOR CAPTAINS CANNOT STOP THE FIGHT, BOTH TEAMS WILL BE ELIMINATED FROM THE ENTIRE SOCCER TOURNAMENT, LOOSE THEIR FIGHTING OR TROUBLE MAKING DEPOSIT and REGISTRATION FEE - NO MATTER WHO START FIRST. FIGHTING:  (a) To attempt to harm or gain power over an adversary by blows or with weapons. (b) A confrontation between opposing groups in which each attempts to harm or gain power over the other, as with bodily force or weapons. NOTE: TEAM MAY STILL LOOSE THEIR SECURITY DEPOSIT FOR THREATENING (ALL THREATS TOWARD ANYONE). See Rule 21.
3. A team that is 15 minutes late for their game shall forfeit that game.
4. REFEREE: the Referee Manager, Sport Manager, or Soccer Coordinator will assign Referees to the fields by a random drawing before the tournament begins. A team cannot request of their own Referee/preference, or request to change referee. REFEREE’S DECISION IS FINAL & absolutely no petition or appeal of any kind. The referee has full authority to make all decisions regarding all soccer rules and laws. There shall be no arguing, yelling, or pointing fingers at the Referee(s) from any player, Coach or Captain on and off the field.  Violators (players, team captain, coach or the entire team) will be warned and may be removed from participating for the entire soccer tournament if problems persist. If the entire team is being removed for misconduct or violated any tournament rules, team will also loose both security deposit and registration fee.

5. ASSISTANT REFEREES: Assistant Referees (ARs), or linesmen, help the referee by drawing to his attention matters that they are better placed to see. The referee may grant them more or less authority, depending on their qualifications and degree of neutrality. Final authority remains with the center referee. In a team of three qualified referees, the ARs are responsible for making the following calls: when the ball is out of play; what the restart should be (throw-in, goal kick, corner kick, or kick-off); and offside. An AR's primary focus should be on offside, which controls his positioning. On most balls out calls, the referee will also know the restart, and may make the call himself without looking at the AR. 
6. PLAYERS: A player may not wear anything, which may be harmful to himself or another player (and specifically bans all kinds of jewelry). A player also must wear a jersey or shirt, shorts, stockings, shin guards and footwear (i.e., shoes). Goalkeepers must wear colors that distinguish them from other players and the officials. All players are required to have their own uniforms, shin guards, and shoes. However, shoes with metal cleats and jewelry are not allowed to be worn during a game. Each team must have at least 9 players to participate in a game, but no more than 11 players including the Goalie.  If a team has less than 9 players, that team will have to forfeit the game.
7. A player can only play with ONE TEAM throughout the entire soccer tournament. His/her name must also on the team’s roster. If the Sport Manager or the Referee catches any player who plays with multiple teams or more than one team or violating this rule, that player will be removed from participating for the entire tournament, and the team that he/she is playing for will forfeit the that game.
8. Goal Keeper or Goalie: Each team must have a designated goalkeeper. He is the only player on the field who can legally use his hands and then only inside the Penalty Box. Once he picks up the ball he has six seconds to punt it or release it. He is allowed to pick up the ball, run with it and then punt it, throw it, or drop it and dribble or kick it. (However, he cannot touch it with his hands outside the "Penalty Box" and once he drops it he can't touch it again with his hands until an opponent has touched it). The goalkeeper has special protections inside the Penalty Box; the ball may not be kicked if he is touching it with his hand or arm and the referee will call a foul if the goalkeeper is endangered. He must wear a shirt or jersey that is recognizably different from all other players. Note: In hot weather, do not put a goalkeeper jersey on a player. They can get too overheated & become sick. Instead, have them wear a different-colored shirt.
9. Dropped Ball: A dropped ball is a way of restarting the match after a temporary stoppage, which becomes necessary, while the ball is in play, for any reason not mentioned elsewhere in the Laws of the Game. Procedure 

· The referee drops the ball at the place where it was located when play was stopped. Play restarts when the ball touches the ground. 
10. The Ball In and Out of Play:

Ball Out of Play:  The ball is out of play when: 

· It has wholly crossed the goal line or touchline whether on the ground or in the airplay has been stopped by the referee. 

Ball In Play: The ball is in play at all other times, including when: 

· It rebounds from a goalpost, crossbar or corner flag post and remains in the field of play. 

· It rebounds from either the referee or an assistant referee when they are on the field of play

11. The Method of Scoring: A goal is scored when the whole of the ball passes over the goal line, between the goalposts and under the crossbar, provided that the team scoring the goal has committed no infringement of the Laws of the Game previously. 

Winning Team The team scoring the greater number of goals during a match is the winner. If both teams score an equal number of goals, or if no goals are scored, the match is drawn.

12. Fouls and Misconduct: Fouls and misconduct are penalized as follows: 
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(a). A direct free kick is awarded to the opposing team if a player commits any of the following six offences in a manner considered by the referee to be careless, reckless or using excessive force: 

· Kicks or attempts to kick an opponent.

· Trips or attempts to trip an opponent.

·  Jumps at an opponent. 

· Charges an opponent.

·  Strikes or attempts to strike an opponent.

·  Pushes an opponent. 

(b). A direct free kick is also awarded to the opposing team if a player commits any of the following four offences: 

· Tackles an opponent to gain possession of the ball, making contact with the opponent before touching the ball. 

· Holds an opponent.

·  Spits at an opponent.

·  Handles the ball deliberately (except for the goalkeeper within his own penalty area) 

Penalty Kick

A penalty kick is awarded if any of the above ten offences is committed by a player inside his own penalty area (within the 18 yard line), irrespective of the position of the ball, provided it is in play.
13. SENIOR SOCCER: The minimum age for the senior soccer tournament team is 35 years old. If caught any senior soccer player under the age 35 years old, that player and the team that he/she is playing for will be eliminated from the entire soccer tournament. All Senior Soccer Players are required to submit a picture ID to the referee before participating in the game. All State and Federal issued Identifications will be accepted. A Sport Manager and or Referee may ask to verify a picture ID at anytime during the game.

14. Offenses punishable by Direct Free Kick:  Tripping, pushing, jumping, striking, kicking, and charging. "Direct Free Kick" The offences are kicking or attempting to kick, tripping or attempting to trip, jumping at, charging, striking or attempting to strike, and pushing. If a player commits any of these offenses inside his own penalty area (PA), the opposing team will be awarded a penalty kick (PK).

15. The Throw-In

A throw-in is a method of restarting play. A goal cannot be scored directly from a throw-in & 

ABSOLUTELY NO FLIP THROW OF ANY KIND WILL BE ALLOWED.
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Procedure

At the moment of delivering the ball, the thrower: 

· Faces the field of play. 

· Has part of each foot either on the touch line or on the ground outside the touch line 

· Uses both hands.

· Delivers the ball from behind and over his head.

· The thrower may not touch the ball again until it has touched another player. 
· The ball is in play immediately it enters the field of play.

· Cannot score a goal from a throw, unless the ball touches a player or the Goal Keeper.

· A newly substitute player cannot throw a ball.
16. OFFSIDE: 

Offside Position 

It is not an offence in itself to be in an offside position. A player is in an offside position if: 

He is nearer to his opponents' goal line than both the ball and the second last opponent 

A player is not in an offside position if: 

a) He is in his own half of the field of play or 

b) He is level with the second last opponent or 

c) He is level with the last two opponents 

Offence 

A player in an offside position is only penalized if, at the moment the ball touches or is played by one of his team, he is, in the opinion of the referee, involved in active play by: 

a) Interfering with play, or 

b) Interfering with an opponent or 

c) Gaining an advantage by being in that position 

No Offence 

There is no offside offence if a player receives the ball directly from: 
a) A goal kick or 

b) A throw-in or 

c) A corner kick 

Sanctions 

For any offside offence, the referee awards an indirect free kick to the opposing team to be taken from the place where the infringement occurred
17. Any player substitutions without notifying the referee will be subjected to stay out of the game immediately for (5) five minutes. 

18. NO HIGH KICKS OF ANY KIND OR KICKING ABOVE THE KNEES LEVEL AT ALL TIMES.

19. Procedures to Determine the Winner of a Match. This is to determining the winning team based on SEA GAMES,USA Game’s Rules. It’s required that there must be a winning team after a match has been drawn. 

Procedure:

· During the period of extra time played at the end of normal playing time, the team which scores the first goal is declared the winner. 

· If no goals are scored the match is decided by kicks from the penalty mark. 

Procedure: 

· The referee chooses the goal at which the kicks will be taken 

· The referee tosses a coin and the team whose captain wins the toss takes the first kick 

· The referee keeps a record of the kicks being taken 

· Subject to the conditions explained below, both teams take five kicks 

· The kicks are taken alternately by the teams 

· If, before both teams have taken five kicks, one has scored more goals than the other could score, even if it were to complete its five kicks, no more kicks are taken 

· If, after both teams have taken five kicks, both have scored the same number of goals, or have not scored any goals, kicks continue to be taken in the same order until one team has scored a goal more than the other from the same number of kicks.

· A goalkeeper who is injured while kicks are being taken from the penalty mark and is unable to continue as goalkeeper may be replaced by a named substitute provided his team has not used the maximum number of substitutes permitted under the competition rules.

· With the exception of the foregoing case, only players who are on the field of play at the end of the match, which includes extra time where appropriate, are allowed to take kicks from the penalty mark 

· Each kick is taken by a different player and all eligible players must take a kick before any player can take a second kick. 

· An eligible player may change places with the goalkeeper at any time when kicks from the penalty mark are being taken.

· Only the eligible players and match officials are permitted to remain on the field of play when kicks from the penalty mark are being taken.

· The goalkeeper who is the teammate of the kicker must remain on the field of play, outside the penalty area in which the kicks are being taken, on the goal line where it meets the penalty area boundary line. 

· Unless otherwise stated, the relevant Game Rules and Laws of the SEA Games USA and its Board Decisions apply when kicks from the penalty mark are being taken. 

· Before the start of kicks from the penalty mark the referee shall ensure that only an equal number of players from each team remain within the center circle and they shall take the kicks. 
20. PROFANITY, INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIORS, AND BAD SPORTMANSHIP ARE NOT ALLOWED NOR WILL BE TOLERATED AND WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE GAME IMMEDIATELY. 

21. THREAT: WE TAKE ALL THREATS SERIOUSLY. ANY PLAYERS THREATENING OTHER PLAYERS, TEAMS, REFEREES, REFEREE MANAGER, SOCCER COORDINATOR, SPORT MANAGER, LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS, SECURITY AUTHORITHIES, AND EVENT MANAGEMENT STAFF WILL BE ELIMATED FROM THE TEAM AND SHALL BE ESCORTED OUT OF THE EVENT IMMEDIATELY. THIS PLAYER WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN ANY FUTURE SPORT TOURNAMENT THAT IS BEING HOSTED BY THE “HMONG FOUNDATION INC., AND OR SEAGAMES, USA”. DEPENDING ON THE NATURE OF THE THREAT, PLAYER WHO MADE THREAT TO THE ABOVE INDIVIDUALS MAY BE REFERRED TO LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT, COUNTY PROSCUTORS FOR REVIEW AND PROSCUTE ACCORDING THE LAWS. 

22. Only the team Captain and or Coach is allowed to talk to the Referee(s) or Sport Manager. 

23. Any player argues with the Referee(s) or seriously violated soccer rules will be given a YELLOW OR RED CARD (per Referee’s discretion) and player(s) with red card will be removed from the game; no substitutions will be allowed for that removal player and he/she cannot play in the next (2) two games.

24. The referee(s) will not tolerate dangerous plays at all times. Foul plays and handballs inside the 18-yard line are subject to a penalty kick.
25. Team Coaches and/or Captains are responsible for his/her team’s behaviors and conduct on and off the field. Any player, Coaches, Captains who throw a punch at other players, using any kind of weapon for purpose of trying to harm other players/individuals including Referee(s), Sport Manager, Law Enforcement Officers, Security Authorities, Event Management Staff will be responsible for any injury sustained. If the Coach or Captain cannot get his/her players to pay for the damages or other person’s injury, the Coach and or Captain are held accountable to pay for the damage expenses.

26. The play times for each soccer teams may be modified as necessary or fit without advance notices. Therefore, all coaches/Captains should keep close contact with the Soccer Coordinator or Sport Manager. The Sport Manager and or Soccer Coordinator or the Event Management may adjust time per match as see fits.

27. HMONG INTERNATIONAL HEALTH AIDE, AND SEAGAMES, USA STAFF AND ITS AFFILIATES SHALL NOT BE HELD LIABLE FOR INJURIES SUSTAINED BY ANY TEAM PLAYERS DURING A SOCCER GAME. EACH PLAYER IS A VOLUNTARILY PARTICIPANT IN THIS SOCCER TOURNAMENT. THEREFORE, HE/SHE IS HELD ACCOUNTABLE FOR HIS/HER OWN ACTION OR SUSTAINED INJURIES AND MEDICAL EXPENSES, WHICH MAY OCCUR AS A RESULT OF PLAYING IN A GAME. 

28. ALL PLAYERS MUST PARTICIPATE IN THIS TOURNAMENT PROFESSIONALLY, AND ABIDE BY THESE RULES. 

29. DEADLINE FOR REGISTRATION AND DRAWING IS: Saturday June 26, 2010.
30. HMONG INTERNATIONAL HEALTH AIDE, and SEA GAMES, USA, and the tournament management may change any rule, policy, or procedures at anytime without notice. 

31. HMONG INTERNATIONAL HEALTH AIDE, and SEA GAMES, USA reserves the right to refuse service, deny team member(s), and to decline to register any team(s), at any time.
