Volleyball Game Rules

Game/Players

1. Each team must have 6 players on the court to play.

2. Team members must be on the roster in order to play.

3. Game time is forfeit time.  Teams should be ready to play at the scheduled game time.

4. A match shall consist of 2 out of 3 games.

5. Two (1) one-minute time out is allowed to each team during each game.

6. If a third game is required for completion of a match, teams will switch side of court when one team reaches 8 points.

7. Substitutions may only be made while the ball is dead.  A substitute must take the position of the player he/she is replacing.

8. Players shall conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner and shall not make remarks or create disturbances toward the opponents or the referees. 

9. Team captain and/or coach are responsible for their players’ conduct on or off the court.

Unsportsmanlike conduct including, but not limited to:

Arguing with the referee/supervisor

Flagrant rule violations

Fighting (either in attack or defense)

Profanity, swearing (for any reason, to anyone)

will result in ejections for 1 game of the match without replacement (team is down 1 player); a second unsportsmanlike call in the game will result in ejection for the remainder of the match without replacement.  Multiple offenders will be banned from the tournament.


Libero

1. Each team may designate among the list of players one specialized defense player, “Libero”.

2. The Libero is allowed to replace any player in a back row position.

3. The Libero is restricted to perform as a back row player and is not allow to complete any attack hit.

4. He may not serve, block, or attempt to block.

5. Replacements of the Libero are unlimited, but there must be a rally between two Libero replacements.

6. The Libero can only be replaced by the player whom he replaced.

Serving

1. The team not serving first in a game of a match shall serve first in the next game of the match.

2. Each time a team has a new service; all players rotate one position in a clockwise direction.

3. A player cannot serve out of turn and points made on this serve are cancelled and it is “side out”.

4. Upon serving, the server’s body may be over the line in the air, but may not touch the line or the area beyond the line before contact is made with the ball.

5. A legal serve can contact the net on its way over into the opponent’s playing area, but cannot touch the teammates of the server; server’s playing court, or other objects.

Plays/Violations

1. When the ball visibly comes to rest momentarily in the hands or arms of a player, it is considered as having been held.

2. Scooping, lifting, pushing, or carrying the ball shall be considered a form of holding.

3. Legal contact is a touch of the ball by a player’s body above and including the waist.  

4. A player may use any part of their body to hit a “hard-driven ball” – to be determined by the officials.

5. If two or more players of the same team contact the ball simultaneously, it is considered one volley and either of the same players may participate in the next play.

6. A player shall not contact a ball which is completely on the opponent’s side of the net, but in the act of blocking players may reach across the net providing he does not contact the ball.

7. If the ball strikes the net, pushing the net in contact with a player and it is clear that his own movement did not cause the contact, there is no penalty.

8. A ball crossing over the net in a set is a legal play.

9. A rotational fault is committed when the service is not made according to the rotational order and leads to:  1) the team is sanctioned with a loss of rally.  2) The players’ rotational order is rectified. 

Officiating

1. There shall be two referees in each match.

2. It is the responsibility of the referees to provide line-men for each match.

3. The referees shall keep written records of the points in each game.

4. Only the team captain of each team may question the referees.

5. The winning team of a match shall officiate the following match.

6. The whistle of a referee is the official call.

7. The calls of the referees are FINAL.
